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Step 01

ATTACH STEM TO BASE

Assemble the lamp on a soft, flat surface.

Attach the upper lamp stem to the lower
stem base by sliding it onto the connector
as shown.

Attach the lower stem to the base by
inserting the threaded rod into the base
slot. Use the wrench provided to secure the
nut onto the threaded rod as shown.

USE

CLEAN

Unplug lamp prior to cleaning.
